The	DIFI	International	Conference	will	propose	section	themes	on	parenting	matters,	including	
supporting	working	parents,	parenting	in	humanitarian	settings,	and	parental	conflict	and	absence.	In	
addition	to	the	opportunities	and	challenges	of	parenting	in	the	digital	era,	investing	in	parenting	
education	programs,	parenting	children	living	with	disabilities	and	behavioural	problems,	and	parenting	
across	the	Arab	region.		

The	event	will	provide	a	platform	for	policy-makers,	practitioners,	researchers,	and	representatives	of	
civil	society	organizations	from	around	the	world	to	discuss	and	debate	parenting	issues	and	propose	
interventions	to	support	parenting.
